FACULTY/STAFF PUBLICATION FUND PROGRAM

General Guidelines

1.
The publication fund program is designed to encourage and support refereed publication of scholarly and creative work.  It will not fund non-refereed publications, such as departmental or collegial manuscripts or other in-house publications, newsletters, or other personally published books or papers.  If your project does not fall into this category, see the Creative Dissemination Fund.
2.
A copy of each proposal will be kept on file in the Grant Support Services Office for review.

3.
Only papers or books that have been accepted by a refereed publisher are eligible for 
funding.

4.
The following items will be funded under this program:


a.
Direct (usually page) charges for journal manuscripts.


b.
Indirect journal charges.


c.
Direct charges for book manuscripts.


d.
Indirect charges for book manuscripts (e.g., requirement of a camera-ready 


copy).

5.
Priority will be given to authors whose research has been supported by UPDC.

6.
The maximum amount that can be awarded to one individual in any three year cycle is $2,500.
7.
Reprint costs required by the journal will be supported.  UPDC will support 50% of 
reprint costs which are not mandatory, up to a maximum of 100 reprints.

8.
When UPDC supports a publication that will accrue royalties, UPDC shall be refunded an amount equal to the amount granted.  The author must clearly indicate the probabilities for royalties on the application form.  Further decision of the royalties between the author(s) and the University will be negotiated with the Chairperson of the UPDC following general procedures established by consultation with the UPDC, legal counsel, and the University administration.  If Royalties exceed $2,500, then the grant recipient would need to repay up to the amount of the subvention.  These payments are negotiated on a case by case basis and handled through the Grant’s Office.
9.
The University and UPDC shall be acknowledged in the publication for publication 
support.  This should be done prior to receiving the galley proofs.

10.
Copies of publications supported by UPDC will be placed on file in the Grant Support Services Office.

11.
Due to the periodic change in chairpersonship of the UPDC and the problems associated with handling and processing requests during vacations and summer periods, the Director of Grant Support Services will process requests and report to the UPDC.  This will ensure future stability and consistency.
12.
Applications should be completed on the one page form attached.  Application forms 
can be obtained from the Grant Support Services Office.
