2. Introduction of members.  
a. Announcements

iv. Document handed out – College May Become Unaffordable for Most in U.S.  This article was in the New York Times, they do a number of reports every year concerning rising costs of tuition.  Tuition has increased 439% since 1982.  The problem with increased tuition is people are taking out more loans or ruling out higher education all together.  Students are to blame for a little bit of it because we haven’t voted and haven’t made it important.  In coming weeks and next semester think about students and increases in tuition and fees and what students need.  The state and nation isn’t funding education like they should.  Also watch county boards – Oneida has already cut their portion of UW funding, this cuts off a whole section of people getting education.

4. Art Committee
a. Want to put nice art in the building, consensus is that we want to look to students to put art in the building.  How we want to do that is the question.  Currently there is an art committee that hasn’t met too much.  We do have a lot of art in storage; we also want to purchase art.  It is up to the board if wants to purchase art from students and include them in line item.  Otherwise we could ask students to donate to the building or come up with a process in which we acquire art.  Today we don’t have to come up with anything specific – but should start the discussion.
b. (Jerry) We are looking for a direction in which to go.  We have in the past asked for donation.  Want to know if you think we should purchase art, have a competition and purchase award, or solicit donations.  The stuff in storage is ok but after we looked at it again, the art doesn’t look like it would look good in the building, it doesn’t match.  Old art new building.  In what way can we populate the building with artwork that matches the quality of the space?
Questions/Comments:  
Is there any way as a board we could see the old art?  Yes, can send pictures to the group in an email and let you look at it.
Consider the alumni in the process too; asking them for donations would be a neat way to engage them in the new building. 
Is any of the old art done by alum?  Some of it is, the statue outside the admin complex was done by a student that was here in the 1970’s.  We should tell alumni there art is being displayed.
Current and previous faculty art as well could be used; this would recognize them and keep them involved.  Also nontraditional students’ art could be used.
It would be nice to have some sort of plate so that the art isn’t faceless.  So you can get a feel of what you’re looking at.
c. (Jerry) Give us a direction and we’ll go.  We don’t need the board to choose the art, but if you give the committee a direction they can take care of it.  Will do as much or as little as you want.  Will send out email with link to pictures of old art.  Might be a need for more art; want it to be art that is reflective of the campus community.  Would rather do the right thing slowly then the wrong thing quickly.
d. Sounds like there are a lot of issues to talk about that maybe a smaller board should be created to tackle these issues.
Questions/Comments:
It goes a couple ways, some students would be interested in donating and others would be really excited to get paid for their art.  Know of an outside person interested in donating a sculpture.  Have heard of a couple different options.
If take donations might want to come up with a consistent theme, don’t want to end up with a room full of art that doesn’t fit the building.  Might want to establish criteria, could talk to the center case coordinator for centertainment.
Seems like we won’t have a problem with getting art – but we need to coordinate so it is themed and all fits.
e. (Ben) Do have art committee laid out that was talked about last semester.  Got some suggestions for member, will get the information to the next chair and then can probably draft something next semester.
