7. Dining Advisory Board Constitution Review and Vote (~10 mins)
a. Attempting to reform to a new shared governance group, take some responsibilities from this board to a different board, such as dining budget.  Must be approved by all shared governance groups on campus in order to be implemented.  The membership of the board is similar to this board, it has representation from many different on campus groups.  Each body has to approve the DAB Constitution as is, if one group amends it, then it has to be re-approved by all groups.

b. Looking at updated changes from last year, updated to make it more clear than last year.  If this was approved there would be a re-written shared governance which would be presented to the Board of Regents.

c. Each representative will bring the constitution back to their respective groups to discuss if this constitution would be something that they would like to see on campus, and then vote as their group would vote.
