ii. Background checks are a campus policy

1. Employees can not be denied a position unless the background check brings about a negative act that is directly related to the position they are applying for.

c. DAB is the shared governance for dining services; all policies, budgets, etc will go to the Dining Advisory Board.

i. Much similar to UCAPB that holds the policies and budgets of the University Center

d. Liability issues with the new dining services
i. With Chartwells there was an independent insurance company to cover the liability of Chartwells

ii. With the independent dining services it is through the state and all the state campus employees, all the way up to the chancellor, is sued if there is a claim against dining services.
