Devils Lake Field Trip Itinerary and Highlights for DeForest School District
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Col-Sac III Ferry. State Register of Historic Places. (Col-Sac 1 1962-1978; Col-Sac II 1979-2003; Col-Sac III 2004-Present)Crosses Lake Wisconsin.  Lake Wisconsin was formed by the last dam on the Wisconsin River. Dam was built at Prairie du Sac at location of natural moraine. 
2. A note to the Ag/FFA students… The Lodi Agricultural Fair was started in 1865 because farmers in the Lodi/West Point/Arlington area found it difficult to exhibit their products at the Columbia County Fair in Portage because it meant crossing the horse/human-powered ferry across the Wisconsin River.The Lodi Fair remains one of the 2 remaining free fairs in the state of Wisconsin. 
3. Parfreys Glen- First Natural Scientific Reserve. Walls of upper glen about 100 feet. Sandstone embedded with rounded! quartzite rocks and boulders. Rippling stream. Wood walkway above stream. Stream has trout, other fish.

4. Devils Lake- 
a. We will enter at the north shore and hike up East Bluff Trail.
b. Stop at/near Elephant Rock for lunch. 

c. View Baraboo Range believed to be 1.6 Billion! Years old== one of the oldest outcroppings of rock in North America. 

d. Baraboo Range is a canoe-shaped depression with a north and south range- City of Baraboo is in the middle.  

e. After formation of Baraboo Range the area became underwater again. Rocks in center are softer that quartzite. Outcrops were (and continue to be) subjected to freeze/thaw cycles that result in the talus slopes of quartzite that you will be climbing on. 

f. Glacier covered eastern half but not western half. Terminal moraine runs through it. Devils Lake is between 2 glacial “plugs” in an abandoned valley of an ancient river.

5. Devils Lake is spring fed. It is about 360 acres and is 40-50 feet. It is about 500 feet from top of hills/trails to surface of lake. No! You can’t jump.
