e Three student groups from different schools will present during one concurrent session time
During a session, each of the 3 student groups will have 10 minutes to present with 2-3
additional minutes for questions

e Students can present individually or in groups of up to four
A moderator will introduce student groups and transition from one group to the next
Student presentations can utilize PowerPoint but we will not be providing projection
equipment or computers.
