School of Education 
 

Partnerships 
In 2008–2009 UW-Stevens Pointôs Site-Based Masterôs Program completed its first year in the 
Wausau School District. This School of Education (SOE) program, which runs for two years and 
is offered completely at a school district site, provides an innovative and integrative curriculum 
with a focus on best practices, Wisconsin teacher standards, and teacher leadership. The 
participants meet one weekend each month (Saturday and Sunday) from September through 
May and one full week each August. The program is co-facilitated by SOE‟s Dr. Paula DeHart 
and LeAnn Chase, elementary principal in the Tomorrow River School District. 
 
The Wausau program involves 18 participants from the following school districts: Wausau, DC 
Everest, Marshfield, Colby, Shawano, Almond-Bancroft, Visions II School, and Stevens Point. 
Each participant in the program will complete a portfolio that represents growth in all 10 
Wisconsin teacher standards in addition to a Master Teacher Initiative (a project that is linked to 
school district goals and provides benefits to the district beyond the teacher‟s own classroom). 

 
PK-18 Council of Central Wisconsin 

The PK-18 Council of Central Wisconsin met four times during the 2008–2009 school year. The 
purpose of the Council is to enhance collaboration between PK-12 school districts and 
institutions of higher education in order to improve student learning. At each meeting the three 
focus groups gathered and continued work on their particular projects.  

The Best Practices Group planned a professional development teacher institute to be held 
during 2009–2010. The institute is titled “Successful Intervention for Content Understanding” 
and is aimed at teachers in grades 6-9 primarily in CESA 9. The Leadership Group discussed 
the issues and realities of school leadership. The Building a Seamless System of Educator 
Quality Group continued to plan and provide informational sessions at area teacher conferences 
and conventions in order to help teachers prepare their professional portfolio and address 
certification concerns and issues. In addition to the focus group work, three of the meetings 
included capacity building sessions.  

SOE‟s Dr. Patty Caro, along with Cheryl Polster and Donnell Pagel of the Stevens Point Area 
School District, informed the Council of the district‟s efforts to implement the newly mandated 
Response to Intervention (RTI) initiative in elementary schools.

SOE faculty member Maysee Herr presented information based on her research regarding 
“Student Dialogue about Poverty: Implications for Teachers.”  

Dr. Barbara Dixson of the UWSP English Department, along with four of her students and two 
collaborating classroom teachers, presented information about Dr. Dixson‟s grant-funded project 
“Literature Circles Diversity Collaboration.” The project is a technology-based literature 
response initiative that connects high school teachers and students in Milwaukee Public 
Schools, the Adams Friendship School District, and pre-service English teachers at UWSP. 

Oscar W. Neale Fellowship 

The fourth annual Oscar W. Neale Fellowship in the amount of $10,000 was awarded to Joan 
Krohn of the Merrill Head Start Program. The grant will fund the creation of a playscape for the 
children to explore nature in a safe environment. Dr. Yomi Ogunnaike-Lafe and students from 
her Early Childhood classes are collaborating with Ms. Krohn and her colleagues on the project. 
The playscape, to be named “Openings to Wonders of Nature” (OWN for Oscar W. Neale) will 
be dedicated on September 24, 2009. Ms. Krohn will give a presentation about the project at the 
annual SOE Celebration of Teaching banquet in November 2009.

Marshfield Clinic Youth Net Program 

Randy Nev, the program manager of Marshfield Clinic‟s Youth Net Program, approached CPS 
Continuing Education (CPS-CE) and SOE to inquire about summer courses for his current 
professional staff. The initial meeting was informative and helped us understand Mr. Nev‟s 
program needs as well as provided ideas about future credit and non-credit workshops and 
courses. In addition, Mr. Nev has a connection to the wider state after-school community which 
could be a huge opportunity for SOE and CPS-CE to reach this target audience where there is 
currently little offered in the way of professional development.  

Stevens Point Area Catholic Schools 

The Stevens Point Area Catholic Schools (SPACS) contacted SOE and CPS-CE requesting 
technology courses for their teachers, specifically in the use of and curriculum development for 
SMARTboards. An initial meeting with Jim Wabindato from SPACS was held here on campus 

with SOE‟s Pat Shaw and Cathy Scheder from CPS-CE to discuss current technology courses 
offered this summer that might help meet the needs of their teachers. Potential staff 
development opportunities for SPACS teachers include: “A Basic Framework for Technology in 
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the Classroom,” “Teaching Students How to Acquire Information” (how to help them learn how 
to learn), and “Student-Centered Learning.” SPACS will conduct a needs assessment for their 
teachers that will result in ideas about future credit and non-credit workshops and courses that 
could be offered through UWSP. 

Teacher Induction Year Program  

The Teacher Induction Year program was offered in the Shawano, Wisconsin Rapids, Stevens 
Point, Adams Friendship, and Wausau school districts this past year. A total of 58 teachers new 
to the profession enrolled in this year‟s course.  
 
Recently, another nine school districts (in both CESA 5 and CESA 9) were identified as potential 
program sites in addition to those currently running. Key teachers or administrators were 
identified as points of contact and SOE will shift to a partnership approach with districts to allow 
them to create their own identities within the context and requirements of the Teacher Induction 
Year program. This approach will promote the course as one that is “designed by teachers for 
teachers in conjunction with SOE requirements for graduate credit.”

As in years past, UWSP continued its successful collaboration with over 100 school districts, 
comprising nearly 1,000 qualified cooperating teachers. Liaison teachers in Stevens Point also 
assisted with over 500 clinical field experiences.  

Diversity/International 
Since joining UWSP last year, John Gaffney (SOE Recruitment and Retention Coordinator), has 
been actively involved in a number of collaborative efforts to increase our enrollment and 
retention rates of students of diverse ethnic backgrounds and in the following high need areas: 
Mathematics, Science, Exceptional Education, Family and Consumer Sciences, Foreign 
Language, and English as a Second Language. These efforts range from representing the 
UWSP School of Education at College Fairs at the Oneida Nation College Fair, the Menominee 
Nation College Fair, the National College Fair (Milwaukee), and the Southeast Asian College 
Fair (Appleton School District). 

Visits to a number of high schools with high minority populations were also part of our outreach 
efforts to recruit students of diverse ethnic backgrounds. In addition, recruitment letters and 
invitations to visit UWSP have been sent to high school students of diversity. John is also 
working closely with Multicultural Student Support Services on retention of students of diversity.  
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John and fellow SOE faculty member Maggie Beeber have also collaborated to offer a PRAXIS 
II Prep Program for students preparing to take the Middle School Content Knowledge test. 

Although this program was available to all students, each 
minority student needing the test was contacted 
individually and encouraged to participate. 

Student-Centered Excellence 
SOE increased the knowledge base of our Association 
for the Education of Young Children (AEYC) members by 
hosting a wide range of speakers and topics including: 
“Responding to Anger Issues Experienced by Students,” 
“Kindergarten Curriculum,” and “Make and Take.” Both 
our retiring as well as new officers have already shared 
ideas and we are ready for a new year of exciting 
experiences. Our students continue to excel and receive 
scholarships including the Chancellor Leadership Award 

(two individuals) and Albertson Medallion (one student). 
  

Kappa Delta Pi International Honor Society in Education ï Pi Epsilon Chapter 
 
Kappa Delta Pi (KDP) International Honor Society in Education – Pi Epsilon Chapter, 
collaborated with other SOE student organizations on the annual Okray Education Colloquium 
held in November. KDP also sponsored a cooperating teacher panel to provide future student 
teachers with information concerning what to expect after placement in K-12 classrooms. 
 
Our 2009 KDP scholarship recipient was Shelly 
Sprangers, an outstanding member and former 
officer of the chapter. 
 
Former officer, Chelsea Enger, was a recipient of 
the Chancellor‟s Leadership Award and the 
Albertson Medallion. 
 
Out of 600 KDP chapters Pi Epsilon was one of 
only 29 selected as Achieving Chapter Excellence 
(ACE) Awards. The award is only presented every 
biennium and only to those chapters that meet 
stringent criteria and demonstrate excellence and 
dedication to the ideals of Kappa Delta Pi.     
 
A project of special note this past year was a fund-raising event for Madison Elementary School 
third-graders and their annual field trip to the Henry Vilas Zoo located in Madison, WI. This trip 
is a valuable experience that serves as a review of all the vocabulary and concepts the third-
grade students learn during their Ecosystems Unit in Science. 
 
Taking into consideration the difficult financial times that almost all families in the community are 
currently experiencing, it was feared that the cost of the trip would be too expensive for many 
students to attend this year. 
However, a student teacher working in one of the Madison Elementary third-grade classrooms 
is also a member of the local Pi Epsilon Chapter. She suggested to the chapter (and the officers 
unanimously agreed) to organize a bake sale with the baked goods donated by families of the 
students as well as KDP members. The proceeds of the sale totaled $300, which effectively 
lowered the cost of the field trip by $4.50 per student. 
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As a result, the children were able to make the trip and view numerous animal exhibits, enjoy a 
Birds of Prey show, and further their overall study of ecosystems. This learning experience 
would not have been possible without the outstanding efforts put forth by the officers and 
members of the Pi Epsilon Chapter of Kappa Delta Pi. 

Student Council for Social Studies 

The Student Council for Social Studies is a new student organization in our department advised 
by Dr. Paula DeHart. Supported by funding from SOE, five students attended a conference on 
issues of poverty in LaCrosse, WI during the spring semester. 

Student Wisconsin Education Association 
 

The Student Wisconsin Education Association (StWEA) at UW-Stevens Point had another 
fantastic year. Last summer, they received the NEA Student Program National Outstanding 
Newsletter Award and Maggie Beeber received the State StWEA Advisor of the Year Award. 
This year, they received the State WEAC Member/StWEA Alumni Award for TJ Pharo-Kozak.  

Many speakers brought their expertise and knowledge to campus to provide professional 
development opportunities for our students. About 100 students attended the Annual Okray 
Colloquium, co-sponsored by AEYC, KDP, SCEC, StWEA, and the School of Education. The 
theme this year was “The Invisible Lives of Students” and topics included homelessness, 
immigration, mental health, families in the military, and social work.  

Five of our local chapter officers were able to attend the Midwest Leadership Conference in 
Minnesota thanks to donations from the CWUC UNISERV, CPS, and the SOE. The officers 
would like to thank those alumni who donate to the UW-Stevens Point Annual Campaign as a 
portion of that funding makes it possible for students to attend such conferences.  

Seven current officers received the Chancellor Leadership Award this year and two received the 
prestigious Albertson Medallion. SOE is proud of the hard work and dedication our officers, 
members, and advisors contribute to StWEA. 

Student Council for Exceptional Children 
  

Six Student Council for Exceptional Children (SCEC) members completed the IRB training in 
order to participate in the action research project on self-advocacy at P. J. Jacobs Junior High 
School in Stevens Point. During the project, which will continue into next year, the students 
collected pre and post-data as well as taught many self-advocacy lessons. 
 
Four members, along with SOE faculty member Dr. Lisa Bardon, presented at the Wisconsin 
Council for Exceptional Children Annual Conference in Madison on October 30, 2008. Their 
presentation focused on the action research project they are completing in two local schools 
that focuses on teaching self-advocacy to students with disabilities. 

In addition, three members presented their self-advocacy project at the Spring Tonic conference 
in Manitowoc, WI, in March. Five other members also attended the conference. 

Several members were recognized for academic excellence and leadership including Sara 
Craig and Chelsea Enger who both received the Chancellor‟s Leadership Award and Candace 
Ladwig who received the Outstanding Student Leadership Award from the Wisconsin Council of 
Exceptional Children (WCEC).  
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In addition, Chelsea Enger received the Albertson Medallion and served as the student 
representative on the WCEC board for the 2008–2009 academic year. She has now 
volunteered to be secretary as a full-fledged professional.  

SOE Graduate Office News  

The Graduate Advising Office of the School of Education continues to attract the very best 
students and has maintained a high level of enrollment and quality on a consistent basis. We 
have approximately 240 students seeking graduate degrees and about another 400 seeking 
certification in Reading, Exceptional Education, English as a Second Language (English 
language learners), and Early Childhood Education.  

In addition, we have specialty programs in mentoring, gifted education, and career ladder 
advancement. We also hope to add a certification in Alternative Education and finalize our 
Gifted Education Certification (moving it from a specialty to a certification).  

We continue to enlarge graduate course offerings using a variety of formats including online, on-
campus, and a combination of on-campus and online. Our new online master‟s degree in Early 
Childhood Education/Early Childhood Special Education has 25 students within one year‟s time.  

Community Service 
SOE was involved with several successful community service projects during the 2008–2009 
academic year. KDP participated in both the annual “Rake-a-Thon” sponsored by the Stevens 
Point United Way and “The Giving Tree” (in collaboration with the Stevens Point Parent-to-
Parent Program). Members also volunteered their time making valentines for children at the 
Children‟s Hospital in Milwaukee.  
 

StWEA wrote and was awarded an NEA Class Grant for $1000 from the Neale Fellowship 
project to purchase a full set of books (Pan Dau Art into Written Art) for all Stevens Point 
Elementary Schools in the district as well as the local library. UWSP students, faculty and staff 
went to Jefferson Elementary to share the books with the students. StWEA also decorated the 
Portage County Health Care Facility for Christmas, collected and donated a holiday food basket, 
and participated in Read Across America at Jefferson Elementary. 

AEYC students volunteered for Big Brothers Big Sisters, collected food for and distributed 
holiday baskets, collaborated with StWEA on Books from the Heart, and volunteered for both 
Destination Imagination and the UWSP Open House.  

Eleven SCEC members volunteered at and attended the Wisconsin Council for Exceptional 
Children Annual conference in Madison on October 30, 2008. In addition, sacrificing their 
comfort for a good cause, five members did the Polar Plunge to earn money for Special 
Olympics. 

UW and Outside Support 
Under the leadership of SOE faculty member Dr. Perry Cook, the UWSP STAR II FIPSE team 
met this year to develop an assessment strategy and instrument for the Wisconsin Teacher 
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Standard #1 Content area in Math and Science. This team was made up of three content and 
methods professors from UWSP (Mike Simmers – Math Education; Meredith Seiler – Science 
Education; and Perry Cook – Science Education and Campus Coordinator) as well as four 
practicing secondary math and science teachers from the Stevens Point Area School District 
(Gretchen Renfert, Michelle Kempe, Tim Wright and Dave Grabski).  

After several rounds of meetings, the team created an assessment plan for evaluating both a 
math and science Wisconsin Model Academic Standard in the Wisconsin Teacher Standard #1 
Content area. Next year the teams will reconvene to design additional assessment artifacts. 

School of Education Scholarships 
 
A total of 45 scholarships (equaling almost $46,000) were awarded at the annual SOE Awards 
Banquet on May 7, 2009. Donors in attendance were recognized and honored for their 
generous support.  
 

Stewardship of Natural Resources 
Faculty and staff are making deliberate and conscious efforts to reduce paper consumption and 
subsequent related costs in the department by sending handouts as email attachments, making 
information available on web pages, and storing course-related documents in Desire2Learn 
(D2L). In addition, faculty members with course packets are investigating the uses of electronic 
reserve and D2L as options to paper copies of packets. 
 
As our website takes on a new look in the fall of 2009, we are including more documents on 
web pages that were formerly hard copies such as scholarship information and application 
forms. Also, faculty meeting agendas and minutes will all be sent electronically instead of in 
paper format. 
 
We will continue to look for ways to save various resources while delivering a quality program of 
instruction to our students.
