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RESOLUTION TO DESIGNATE UWSP BUILDING ENTRANCES AS SMOKE-FREE

Whereas: The US Environmental Protection Agency has designated environmental tobacco smoke to be a Class A carcinogen and found passive smoking to have significant effects on respiratory health
, and

Whereas:  Secondhand, or environmental tobacco smoke is known to trigger asthma, allergies, and other critical respiratory problems in people sensitive to smoke, and
Whereas: Students, staff, faculty and guests should be able to enter their respective buildings free of exposure to tobacco smoke, and

Whereas: Tobacco smoke outside of campus buildings is drawn in through ventilation intakes or open doors, and

Whereas: Smoking outside of entrances to campus buildings projects an unhealthy  image not suitable for the UWSP campus, and

Whereas: Smoking remnants litter campus building entrances, therefore

Be It Resolved: That the Faculty Senate recommend that the UWSP administration adopt the following policy:

1)  That the main entrances
 and ventilation intake locations of all campus buildings are designated smoke-free, and

2)  That smoking near campus buildings is permitted only at designated entrances
, and

3)  At least one entrance per building be designated a smoking area, and

4)  That UWSP will help staff and students who desire to quit smoking through voluntary cessation workshops and other support.
