Old Business

New Business

· Committee Reports – any questions about duties?

· First Brown Bag – UPDC grant writing workshop in August
Grant Writing – Joanne mentioned that the prior person for this brown bag just transferred, so we don’t currently have anyone for this.  Joanne will ask around for someone else to talk about this topic as the deadline for Grant Writing is the end of September.  Joanne requested that this brown bag be held in the 2nd week of Sept. as she is very busy until the end of Aug.  Joanne also requested some help in getting a room, sending out MODs, etc.  Joan offer to help Joanne.

Other ideas for Brown Bags:
Schmeeckle Reserve Tour (Anne Swenson), Introduction to Employee Wellness (Heather Springer), Email Etiquette with Dan Dietrich (Shelly?), Email Phishing (Peter)
· Budget – working on this year’s request, last year’s unspent budget for mentor program, continue discussion on 30-year gifts
Shelly discussed the budget and talked about an unexpected expense of $100 for the Radon presentation.  That expense will be researched and corrected if necessary.  Shelly also mentioned that $100 is budgeted for Mentor Books.

Shelly has an email to Janelle asking how many people will be eligible for 25 / 30 year awards this coming year.  Anne may still have the information from last year and will forward to Shelly. Need to plan budget accordingly.  Discussed the idea of a prize instead of a pin for 30 year awards.  The idea of Gift Certificate was brought up as a replacement but it was mentioned that we should talk to Greg Diemer about this idea first.  We have until spring until this becomes a concern.  Shelly will get a dollar amount for the next set of prizes.
· Fall meeting – do we want to hold a meeting?  Regent’s meeting at UWSP October 3
Discussed the idea of a Fall Meeting.  It was agreed that we didn’t need to do it and we should still go ahead with CSAC Appreciation Week.  Shelly mentioned that the Regent’s meeting is on Oct. 3 and it would be good to have CSAC Appreciation Week at that time (which means it would be from Sept. 29 to Oct. 3).  General agreement on that time.  It was also mentioned that the Chancellor’s State of the University address would be during this time (Aug. 27).  The discussion then focused on the program invitation for this event.  CSAC agreed to look into better recognition for new classified staff.
