Special Items:
A. Discussion on wood fuel boiler that would fit in existing bay of the heating plant; will look at performance contracting and other sources of funding; UWSP could potentially get off of coal use with this new system; a group will be going to view a similar system
B. Physical Campus subcommittee has sent a report to the Climate Action subcommittee.  It is the only subcommittee that has submitted anything so far.
C. Recyclemania update – UWSP ranked well in the state – first place in 4 of 5 areas for Wisconsin colleges.  Nate will create notes for future years.  We now have baselines to use for future years.  Discussion continued on general recycling and composting issues.
D. Food waste – new director has been hired.  He’ll be making all decisions on food served.  During the hiring process, sustainable food service was addressed.
E. Green power and energy subcommittee members are working on PC sleep software to save energy.  There is an architectural/engineer consultant on campus looking into a variety of energy saving projects.
F. Discussion on the final climate neutrality plan – we need to get the draft going.  Subcommittees need to submit their sections of the plan.  Use 20 years for a carbon neutrality goal.
Subcommittee updates:
A. Energy subcommittee – Paul McGinley and Shelly Janowski can help with carbon calculations using the Clean Air Cool Planet calculator is any subcommittee has any projects they would like projections done on.
B. Tom Brown presented his initial projection for LEED-EB certification.  His group looked at the inventories and how much staff time/consultant time would be needed to complete one residence hall – Knutzen.  Their estimate is $30,000-$40,000 excluding improvement costs.  The cost should go down with each subsequent building.  Discussion on whether getting certified is beneficial and a cost-benefit analysis should be done on it.  The sub-committee has not made any decision yet on their recommendation.
C. Energy – Bob Oehler is almost done writing the report.
D. Waste – student move-out is being worked on.  There will be an E-waste recycling event during move-out.  The location of the semi was discussed.
E. Mike Zsido announced that this Friday is the last scheduled tour of the Greenest Room.
F. Scott Johnson announced that CWES’ Waste Research grant is coming to an end at CWES.
G. Members would like minutes to go out to them for review and then be approved at the beginning of the next meeting prior to approving and publishing.
