I. Subcommittee Reports [committee chairs]
a. Green House Gas Inventory  
Working on final proof and will send to University Relations to prepare 100 glossy copies for distribution
b. Transportation/Travel/Waste 
Group is working on a transportation survey
c. Physical Campus and Waste Water 
Group has developed a long list of ideas that needs to be condensed
d. Green Power and Energy
Have had scheduling problems for the last few meetings, but a list of solutions has been started
e. Procurement and Investing 
The subcommittee can probably be removed from updates; it’s basically completed its task except for final report
f. Institutional Best Practices 
No report (Rob couldn’t make meeting)
g. Climate Action/Neutrality 
John Blake absent, but Bob hear the committee has a good start on the report format
h. Other Sustainable Initiatives 
Sub-committee has started a list of ideas and will begin to break apart for the final climate report

II. General Updates
a. SGA Update [K. Kloth]
Nate reported on a phosphorus resolution that SGA is considering supporting.  He handed out a copy of the resolution.  Suggestion was made that SGA review this very carefully before supporting it.  Nate would like to see fertilizer statistics from Facility Services (Shelly to provide).
One student is concerned about Grounds consuming energy using leaf blowers.  Bob responded that we don’t use them often, but there may be a need for them this time of year.
A student voiced concern that lights are left on in unoccupied buildings.  Bob mentioned that staff may be preparing for safety walk – determining if lights need to be replaced.
Campaign tables are being set up to provide information on local food and gather feedback on the issue.
There was a Sustainability Reserve request to purchase canvas bags and hand out to students.
Nate is working on expanding the SGA bike reserve program for visitors to campus.  Detailed discussion on bike storage because of vandalism and winter storage.  Bob suggested that an SGA representative attend the Physical Campus and Waste Water subcommittee meetings to stay on top of the issue.  
Informational flyers are being posted near recycling bins in the residence halls to promote proper recycling habits.

III. Other Business
Bob reported that UWSP received a Green rating of 92 of 99 points on the Princeton review
Bob and Shelly will be attending the AASHE conference in November and will take UWSP board to the conference.  The board is being prepared by Stephen Ward.

Scott gave an update on CWES – they’re doing a lot of sustainability events.  Tom would like to get the information to do a press release.
Tom gave a media update.  Besides an article on CWES, others ideas include Don Guay, biofuels, a steam review, grounds release, work with Anna on a piece, Aga and recycling statistics.
